Join us in Sunday School and
share the joy! No matter what
your age, you will find a class that
has active participation and lively
discussions. Each member of the
family will feel right at home.

Nursery Class

A nursery is provided for infants dur-
ing Sunday School.

Pre-K — Kindergarten Class

This class seeks to help the small
child feel and know that God loves
them and that the church is a happy
place to be. We use age appropri-
ate materials which help to intro-
duce the children to the Bible
through song, art and stories.

First— Fifth Grade Class

“God'’s Little Angels” read from the
Bible each week and then discover
its meaning through art, song and
puppets. This is a true hands-on
class that helps the Bible come alive
for the children.

Youth Class

This is a class to explore God’s role
in their lives beyond the classroom
because our teens deserve a class
like this. The class meets anywhere
God leads them and generally
meets every Sunday morning, and
other times as needed. The expec-
tations are to learn how to connect
with God through prayer and to
strengthen their individual relation-
ships with others through applying
the teachings of the Bible. The rules
of this class include: Respect God,
Respect Your Teachers, Respect
Your Classmates, Respect Your

Preparation for confirmation is an indi-
vidual class taught by the pastor.

Adult Classes

There are two adult classes from which
you can choose: an Adult Class which
meets in the new sanctuary meeting
room and the Laura Williams Coley Me-
morial Class which meets in the former
fellowship hall. The curriculum for
these classes varies from quarterlies to
special studies of various books of the
Bible.

In addition, the pastor leads a mid-
week Bible study at 11:00 A.M. each
Wednesday morning in the new sanctu-
ary meeting room.

Sunday Worship Service

We have one worship service each
Sunday morning at 10:00 A.M. This is
a traditional Presbyterian service filled
with wonderful music, joyous singing, a
special time for children through the
junior sermon and Biblical preaching.
The purpose of this service is to spiritu-
ally feed the worshiper so they will be
equipped to go out and spread the
good news. Casual attire is welcomed
as we have many visitors. A nursery is
provided during this service. Children’s
Church is also available September
through May.

Children’s Church

Our Children’s Church is part of the 10:00
A.M. Worship Service and is for Kindergarten
through 4th Grade. The children will partici-
pate in worship through the junior sermon,
then go out to Children’s Church for the re-
mainder of the Worship Service. The program
is designed to meet the needs of the children
on their age level and to assist them in un-
derstanding the Christian Faith more clearly
allowing them to live their lives in a Christian
manner.

Coffee / Fellowship

Before and after Worship Service, we have an
informal coffee hour. This is a time for you to
meet new friends and to see long-time
friends. The coffee hour is set up in the nar-
thex. One can find small conversation groups
through the halls.

We also enjoy a fellowship supper
(Wednesday Night Live) at 6:00 P.M. on the
first Wednesday of each month from Septem-
ber through May. Committees and groups
sponsor these and provide informational pro-
grams and/or entertainment.

Music

We have an excellent music program here at
Windermere. The adult choir holds weekly
practices on Wednesday at 7:15 P.M. and
leads in worship at the Sunday morning ser-
vice. This vital part of our church also per-
forms several special programs throughout
the year. The choir is open to both adults
and youth.

A growing youth choir is also available
for ages 6 and older. This choir holds

weekly practice on Wednesday at 6:00
P.M. and performs monthly and for
special services.

Youth Fellowship — Youth,
Events in Scripture — Y.E.S.

The “Yes” program is geared for the
youth and our children but also allows
participation from all ages. We get
together at various times for special
activities including field trips, camping
trips, clown ministry, vacation Bible
school, mission work and fellowship.
Sometimes we meet weekly while
other times we may only meet monthly
depending on the church year. We
have taken trips to the North Carolina
Aquarium, McVeys Farm for a hayride,
local nursing homes, brother church,
etc. Periodically we will get together
for fellowship night for food and games
so mom and dad can have a night to-
gether on the town.




Preschool

A special ministry of our church is
the Preschool Program which has
been in existence for 37 years
and is highly regarded in the com-
munity. This program serves chil-
dren 2-4 years of age on a half-
day basis. Our classes are small
and our teachers experienced in
order to provide each child special
attention.

The men
meet on the third Tuesday of the
month at 6:30 P.M. The meal is
prepared by the men taking
turns with some meals, grill your
own, where everyone brings
their own main dish to cook on
the grill. They are involved in
many community outreach ac-
tivities, clean-up work days for
the church grounds and facili-
ties, and have contributed funds
to support hurricane Katrina re-

building efforts.
